Points to Ponder 
Welcome to the Family of St. Andrew, St. Elizabeth

Slight Assignment Delay for Fr. Ben & Fr. Alex 

 I received word that the effective date for assignment changes for Fr. Ben and Fr. Alex has been delayed a 
bit.  As I think you know, both of these priests are working to become U.S. citizens, and so everybody involved is 
learning how the process works in order that we are in conformity with the Office of Immigration.  The Archdio-
cese of Cincinnati is requesting, and filing, paperwork to be submitted to amend the locations where Fr. Ben and 
Fr. Alex has permission to work.  We do not know how long this process will take. 

 Because their places of ministry are so specific, Fr. Ben and Fr. Alex will continue working in the loca-
tions where they are presently approved and assigned, while the other priest assignments take effect as planned on 
July 1.
